Mobile Phones 
There has been a very serious incident outside of school hours with online safety that has come to light in school 
this week. I feel very concerned that I need to say that adults or children circulating images of children without 
parental consent maybe committing a criminal offence. Our job in school is to keep children safe and I am sure 
that is what we all want for children.    I urge you to check your child’s phone if they have one and be vigilant  
about any groups or apps they use. It is a parent/carer responsibility to ensure electronic devices are being used 
safely and in an age appropriate way. Please check age restrictions on apps being used and content shared.    
 
Our Lead Ambassadors have produced a mobile phone charter.  If your child breaches any part of this they may 
receive a mobile phone ban.  This will be sent out on Monday.   To clarify children are not banned from bringing 
phones to school at this point but must sign the charter and follow the expectations in it.  Phones must not be  
used to share images inside or outside of school and phones must be handed in at the start of the school day  
and switched off.
